Clocking on and off is not that simple,

especially for part-time workers.

A few hours'work can make the difference between

recognised rights and piecemeal concessions.

They could mean no contract, no holiday

or sick pay, and almost certainly no union.

The T&G holds that part-time work should be taken
seriously. Rights aren't a question of time; they're a
question of fairness. And, in our eyes, all work has

the same dignity and importance.

Part-time work is a growing sector that may help
alleviate unemployment. It is also crucial to the

development of our service industries. However,
whatever it is, itmusn'tbe an excuse for people's

rights to be ignored.

The problem is that the part-time worker is
usually isolated, and hence weak. With your help,
this could change.
