This time last year I was working as
a surgeon in Bourj-al Barajneh. The
camp had been under siege and
attack for nine-and-a-half months
and the population was slowly starv-
ing to death. For three weeks the
women had been allowed out at
times to bring in food, but they had
to cross a stretch of land called 'the
Death Passage'. Every time they
went out they were searched, rob-
bed, abused, beaten and shot, yet
several women continued to bring in
food that was our lifeline. I remem-
ber in particular the bravery of one
old lady who volunteered every day
to step out into the Death Passage to
see if there was sniping. One year
later I remember her courage and
that of all the women in the camp; I
shall never be able to forget it.
